Application for use of Meeting Rooms

Friends House is a place of meeting for worship of the Toronto Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends (Quakers). A relatively small community, Quakers are usually identified with a set of insights, attitudes and practices, rather than a creed. Friends’ testimony to that of  God within each person is shown in living simply, without violence and with respect for each individual.

Friends House has a few guest rooms, meeting rooms, a library that is open to the public, and the offices of Toronto Monthly Meeting and Canadian Service Committee.

Friends House welcomes applications for use of its meeting rooms by non-profit organizations whose objectives are in sympathy with Quaker concerns and social action. Favourable consideration is given to a group or organization which has a very close connection with the Society of Friends, or where discrimination or other reasons prevent the obtaining of accommodation elsewhere, providing the group does not advocate activities contrary to the Faith and Practice of the Society of Friends, especially those regarding peace, non-violence, integrity and non-discrimination. (Minute 85.9.3.2)

Fees for the use of meeting space at Friends House are set to contribute to the upkeep of the house and ensure their continuing availability. Consideration can be made for those groups unable to make the fees. Fees and further information can be obtained from the Resident Friend at the above number.

Completed application forms need to be returned to the Resident Friend along with a cover letter and relevant information about the organization. Please include description of groups mandate and the types of events the rooms will be used for. A clearing committee, a process that can take approximately two weeks, will consider all applications. 

Groups wishing to use space on a regular on going basis must go to the Monthly Meeting for approval and may take eight weeks or more to process. Such approvals are unusual and may require a presentation to the Monthly Meeting. Regular long-term agreements are unusual and should not be regarded as permanent.

Charging an admission or registration fee or requesting donations is acceptable but each group should provide a space for a Friend without cost, with appropriate exceptions, and provision should be made for some persons with limited incomes. (Minute 95.6.3.7.2)

Friends welcome joint meetings with other groups in the House. Meetings of other religious groups should be approved in advance by Toronto Monthly Meeting. (Minute 95.6.3.7.3)

Someone from the group should be delegated to arrive early; greet participants, organize clean up, and check with the on duty Resident Friend before leaving. Groups are asked to leave facilities as they are found. When using the kitchen all clean up and dish washing are the responsibility of the group that booked the use.

No smoking or alcohol is permitted on the premises.

Sundays and Wednesday evenings are reserved for use by Quakers only.
